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The Greenway Downs Citizens Association (GDCA) is a non-
profit, non-partisan association of residents that represents
approximately 480 households in one of oldest neighborhoods
in Falls Church, Fairfax County. The GDCA is represented by a
board of directors.

The Greenway Downs neighborhood was carved out of a 100
acre farm in 1927 but the neighborhood as we know it today
was not created until 1942, when a group of neighbors
decided to join together to get Fairfax County to hear their
collective concerns.

Today, Greenway Downs is featured in Arlington Magazine as
one of 10 great neighborhoods in Northern Virginia. The
GDCA is proud to be both one of the oldest and most active
civic associations in Northern Virginia. With support from its
members, the GDCA board provides activities for the
community throughout the year and represents the interests
of Greenway Downs to local officials.

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GREENWAY DOWNS GROCERY PRICE COMPARISON
DAIRY & EGGS

Colin Schloss (Cavalier Trail)

Between August 2021 and August 2022, grocery
prices increased by 13.5%. Dairy has been one of
the fastest increasing categories — the price of
milk increased by 17%, butter by 29.3%, and eggs
by a whopping 39.8%. I went to the 8 grocery
stores within a 5-minute drive of Greenway
Downs and built a shopping basket of five dairy
items to compare prices across stores:

e 160z of unsalted butter

e 80z of shredded sharp cheddar
e 1 gallon of 2% milk

e 12 large eggs

e 320z of plain nonfat yogurt

Some of the results were surprising — did you
know the cheapest butter can be found at New
Grand Mart? Did you know that if you exclude
yogurt from the basket of items, Target is
cheaper than Giant, Harris Teeter, and Safeway?

Some of the results weren’t as surprising — Aldi
had the cheapest milk, eggs, and yogurt. Overall,
Aldi was 25% cheaper than the average grocery
store and more than 40% cheaper than Super A
Market.

Important Notes

e This is only a price comparison. There may
be quality differences between the grocery
stores that are not reflected in this
analysis. To see the specific items that I
selected, you can visit
www.tinyurl.com/GDCAGroceryPrices
Only stores within a 5 minute drive of
Greenway Downs were included. This
excludes several popular grocery stores
like Whole Foods, Lidl, and H-Mart.

All data was collected on 9/17. Only
original prices were used — no sale prices
allowed.

Three items had to be substituted. Target
does not sell a 320z container of plain
yogurt, so Greek yogurt was used instead.
New Grand Mart does not sell shredded
cheddar, so shredded mozzarella was used
instead. Aldi does not sell an 8oz pack of
shredded cheddar, so a 120z pack was
used instead (and Aldi still came out the
cheapest).

The specific basket of items that I chose
potentially disadvantages Hispanic and
Asian grocery stores. Email me at
colinschloss@yahoo.com if you’d like to
see a more detailed price comparison in
the next newsletter!
